THEREFORE, in consideration of mutual promises set forth herein, the Vendor agrees & promises:

1. To participate in the Vendor Outreach Program , by displaying the service message of LHL on its vending machines. 
2. To represent to owners of commercial space that LHL has authorized VENDOR to participate in its Program.
3. To pay (regardless of proceeds) an agreed, fixed, royalty payment per label to LHL.
4. To hold LHL harmless against claims or liabilities arising from unauthorized use of its name or literature. To indemnify and hold LHL harmless from any and all claims and liability which may arise out of any activities of the Vendor in furtherance of this contract, from any acts or omissions of its agents or employees, or from the operation of its vending equipment. The Vendor also indemnifies LHL against any claim or liability arising from the products or services it sells. The Vendor will provide LHL with such financial surety as is satisfactory to LHL.
5.  VENDOR shall be responsible for placement, maintenance, & operation of equipment, and in all cases give those with whom devices have been placed a method whereby he or she can be reached between service calls to address service matters. Machines shall be in good working order.
6. To conduct all its business affairs in a moral, ethical & reasonable manner & to comply with all applicable local, state & federal laws, including, obtaining appropriate licenses and permits.
7. This agreement shall be for one (1) year and shall be automatically renewed unless one party gives notice to the other, in writing, via certified mail, of its intention to terminate the sixty days prior to the expiration of the term.  Either party may terminate agreement by giving written notice.  Any termination shall be effective ninety days after the date it was mailed. The party breaching this contract shall have thirty (30) days to rectify any breach from the date of the notice of termination. If this agreement is terminated for cause, then VENDOR agrees to return the letter of authorization and to remove all labels bearing the service message of LHL.
8.  This agreement is not transferable and the sale of equipment to others does not relieve vendor from responsibilities of this agreement.  Vendor must return authorization certificate and all service message labels in order to properly terminate this agreement.  Purchaser of equipment will be required to enter separate agreement with LHL.  Existing message labels may be transferred provided proper execution of new agreement with purchaser of equipment has taken place. 

9. VENDOR shall make monthly payments consistent with terms of this agreement.  Payment is due upon receipt of invoice, but no later than 30 days from date shown on invoice.  Make checks payable to LOCAL HUNGER, LTD. and mail to

10. This contract shall not be amended except by a memorandum in writing signed by both parties. This agreement constitutes the entire contract between the parties. 11. The parties agree the interpretation and enforcement of this agreement shall be governed by the laws of Georgia and all disputes arising under this agreement shall be settled in a forum in the State of Georgia.

Our Thirteenth Year
Local Hunger Outreach is entering its thirteenth year and our programs continue to contribute towards reducing the ef​fects of local hunger in many local communities throughout the US.

Our distribution system is duplicated in each active state as resources grow through the local outreach program and other fundraisers.

As vendors join our program, their purchase of charity labels counts toward the percent​age of food distributed in that particular vendor’s state. For example, If 10% of the total program funds come from the state of Ohio, then 10% of the food distribution is directed to food serving agencies (soup kitch​ens, shelters, missions, etc.) in the state of Ohio. Our target is to enable at least 5 to 7 pounds of food per dollar received in this pro​gram to be distributed.

The Program
Throughout the country there are community food banks at work daily, helping to feed the hungry and impoverished in their communities. The majority of people going hungry in the USA are children, fixed income elderly, the homebound and disabled. These food banks serve a group of agencies such as soup kitchens, missions, shelters, food pantries, crisis centers and many other organizations on the front line every day fighting the battle against hunger.

Some agencies have sound financial backing from sponsoring organizations. Others are not as fortunate, and face too many mouths with too little food on a daily basis. These are the initial targeted agencies of our local outreach program.

The total number of feeding agencies is in the tens of thousands across the country. Some ar​eas of the country are inundated with destitute and impoverished people.  Many are victims of layoffs, tragedies and/or have large families to feed. Others have jobs but can’t get by on minimum wages. Whatever the circumstances, the serving agencies are there to help. In some instances the local food banks have relief fund pools, set up to help those struggling agencies. We support those programs when possible.

	Facts On Domestic Hunger

35.7 million Americans live below poverty lines.

14.3 million of those suffering are children.

Approx. 30 million Americans suffer from hunger.

Hunger has grown almost 50% since the mid 1980’s.

Demand for emergency food assistance increased 26% in the early 1990’s.

Resources have only increased minimally in the 1990’s

Six million people in poverty receive no food stamps

Hunger causes children to be lethargic, less resistant to illness, malnourished and emotionally impacted.


Distribution Of Food
The Local Hunger Outreach Program has been averaging one distribution per year. As our program grows, we expect to increase the number of distributions per year. Our distributions are typically made via food grants to selected food banks in the states where contributions are made. We work with officials of Second Harvest national network of food banks to determine which food bank mar​kets are most in need of assistance from our program. Distribution dollars are channeled through agency pool programs at specific food banks. Agency pools exist as a daily source of food credit for the most needy agencies.

The Big Picture
With tens of thousands of agencies actively feed​ing millions of impoverished people in the US every day, the task seems insurmountable, However, our Local Hunger Outreach Program focuses on the problem of fighting hunger

“One Community At A Time”

Each vending machine in our program enables distribution of 80 to 100 pounds of food per year. Our goal is to distribute a minimum of 1,000 labels in each of the 50 states. The result will be over 2.5 million pounds of food distributed to needy agencies each year. This will be a consis​tent contribution to the network of serving agen​cies in our communities who are fighting hunger on the front lines. We appreciate your help in meeting our goals.

Long range vision for our Local Hunger Program include other outreach programs, such as establishing new agencies and/or food banks in areas where the need is critical and coverage limited.
